A Final Tribute to Nancy Judy
And a Warm THANK YOU to EAA 377

 Our heartfelt thanks go out to all of the EAA 377 members for the
overwhelming support we’ve received during the illness and passing
away of Nancy Judy.

During her 38 days in four different hospital stays since early
February, we’ve received many encouraging words of comfort by e-
mails, phone calls, and cards.  Many sent flowers that brightened her

room and the visits from friends cheered her up.
Following the first stay in St. Francis Hospital in Wichita she

returned home and was anxiously awaiting another round of chemotherapy
that would give her the chance to enjoy life and friends for a while longer.

But it was not to be.  The next day she fell and broke her hip which
required an ambulance ride back to St. Francis and a new hip joint
followed by many complications.  Finally she was transferred to
Southwest Medical Center in Liberal to be nearer home.

Nancy absolutely never gave up.  She never complained
or felt sorry for herself, just saying she’d be better next week and
that her appetite would return.  She greeted both visitors and friends
on the phone with a bright and cheerful voice.  For the past 3 ½
years following the many tests and procedures in Houston she

always said she’d accept what life handed her and move ahead.
We want to thank the EAA Chapter for the beautiful basket of flowers sent to her services and for the large

number of you that were in attendance.  She loved going to the Chapter fly-ins, planning what food to take, (always
wondering out loud if it was good enough), and loved visiting with the other ladies.  Nancy took great pride in the weeks
of preparation for our own fly-in each September.  When Danny, Nick, and I thought we had everything clean enough
and the weeds and grass under control she would send us back to do a better job.  We plan to continue the fly-in in her
honor as long as able, but doubt we can give it that magic touch Nancy had.

I met Nancy in 1956 at Stillwater, Oklahoma and she had never been up in
any kind of airplane before.  My Aeronca was not blessed with any amenities; in fact
it was somewhat stretching the truth to say it flew!  I had paid a total of $500 for it so
use your imagination to conclude that it might not make much of an impression.  My
logbook shows her first airplane ride, accompanied by the couple that had introduced
us, took place in October 1956 in a brand new C172 I had rented.  Several thousand
hours and a lifetime of memories later her last flight with me was to Garden City in
January 2009 for the EAA 377 lunch.  Between those dates we had seen the Atlantic,
Pacific, Gulf of Mexico, Canada, the Rockies, Appalachians, Great Lakes, and
thousands of places in between from the window of our airplane.  Her final flight
alone came on March 22.

At the Beaver Pioneer Cemetery two 377 pilots did fly-bys and one executed
a beautiful barrel roll as a final tribute.  This was very much appreciated.  I counted
27 pilot’s names in the Services Registry Book and I believe 20 of these are EAA 377

members.  Within feet of the
grave site is a stone of a long-
time pilot and friend with a
picture of his airplane
engraved in the marble.  I
already knew there would be a Navion on our stone, so we’re in
good company.

We are overwhelmed by the kind and beautiful things
people are putting in writing about Nancy in the sympathy cards.
She always found the best in everyone and reached out and
touched the hearts of so many.  A card from Nancy’s niece had
an inscription that we keep reading again and again and it will be
with us forever:  “What a Beautiful difference one single life made.”

WW  I  airplanes and have heard of Dick Starks and
the Dawn Patrol you will enjoy this collection of re-

printed Kitplanes Magazine articles.  If you are uniniti-
ated, “Fokkers At Six O'clock!!”, is a wonderful way to

become so.
Dick is a master at making himself look inept,

weaving convoluted stories out of the situations he finds,
or gets, himself into and generally having a grand time
pursuing his dreams of flying with his buddies and his
pilot wife.  All the stories are based on some element of
truth which in turn are embellished (a gross understate-
ment) making for hilarious situations anyone who has
ever tried to accomplish something can identify with.

All the stories are reprints of previously published
articles except two that are addendums to his first book
“You Want to Build and Fly a What?”  and a chapter in-
volving his wife Sharon's Moraine in a movie about Amelia
Earhart.  According to Dick,  he has over the past 20
years converted the Graham Lee designed Nieuport 11
from a docile flier to a mean, snorting, snarling, fighting
killing machine used for downing the Huns in his plane
“The Grey Falcon”  while defending the Western Front

as a member of the Lafayette Escadrille.   Between sorties Dick and his buddies from Liberty Landing
“International Airport” entertain air show crowds as red-headed nurses swoon and throw themselves at his
feet.
